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Puppy Sales Agreement/Contract of Sale-Limited Registration
The following agreement is between Karalyn Schultz, hereafter referred to as “BREEDER” and _______________________, hereafter referred to as “PURCHASER” for the sale and purchase of one purebred dog of the Lowchen breed.

A pet puppy, (registered, registerable) with the American Kennel Club (AKC), with registered name of ____________________________.

In consideration of a purchase price of $_______.00, of which two hundred dollars is non-refundable, the BREEDER transfers in fee simple all rights, privileges and responsibilities associated with the ownership of a (male/female) dog of the Lowchen breed to PURCHASER as of the date specified below.  This represents the entire agreement between BREEDER and PURCHASER in a Limited Registration sale.

Use of the Dog:

It is agreed between BREEDER and PURCHASER that this dog is being acquired as a family companion dog or as a non-sporting dog to be used for tasks appropriate to its breed such as a lap, therapy dog or for exhibition in AKC conformation, obedience, or agility competition.

We agree that the dog is not purchased for resale nor will it be used or trained for activities which are illegal or for which it is not suited by reason of temperament or conformation. 

Health:

The BREEDER warrants the dog to be in good health as of the time of sale.  

This puppy is registered with a limited registration, which will prohibit breeding and registering offspring.  The PURCHASER agrees this puppy is to be spayed/neutered before seven months of age, and veterinarian confirmation of this procedure must be supplied to the BREEDER.

The BREEDER does not assume any liability for any injury to said puppy after delivery.

In the event of emergence of any genetic disorder before its 3rd birthday, which is sufficiently serious in the opinion of two qualified veterinarians, one of whom selected by the BREEDER, to warrant euthanization of the dog the BREEDER agrees to:
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A. Replace the dog with one of equivalent quality from the first litter bred by the BREEDER or, at the BREEDER’s option, 

B. Refund the original purchase price less the non-refundable $200.

BREEDER strongly encourages PURCHASER to have the dog seen by a Veterinarian of PURCHASER’s choice within 72 hours of picking up the dog.  Said dog may be returned to the BREEDER for any reason within the 72 hours following purchase.  Provided that the dog has not been damaged in any way the PURCHASER will then be entitled to a refund of the original purchase price less the non-refundable $200.

If the puppy is found to be other than healthy by the PURCHASER’s veterinarian, it shall be returned to the BREEDER immediately, and the purchase price will be refunded.  Deadline for this refund is _____________, 2007.

All appropriate shots for puppy’s age have been given, and a record of this vaccination history is supplied.

The PURCHASER agrees to maintain the puppy’s health in good condition, and to provide yearly examinations, vaccinations, heartworm test, and any other usual procedures necessary to assure good health.

There are many factors that can influence growth and development, such as diet, exercise, weight gain, etc.  The PURCHASER assumes the responsibility to carry on with the appropriate vaccinations, exercise and feeding schedule, as supplied by the BREEDER.  Most particularly, the PURCHASER agrees to keep the puppy slim throughout it’s normal growth period.  The BREEDER can offer no further guarantees once the care of the puppy is no longer under their control.

Registration:

The BREEDER certifies that the dog is eligible for registration under the Regulations of the American Kennel Club as a purebred Lowchen and will provide the proper forms for such a registration.

Ownership Responsibilities:

The PURCHASER agrees to maintain the dog in a humane environment and properly train and care for it.  Specifically the dog will be properly licensed and inoculated against rabies, distemper, parvovirus, and other communicable diseases as recommended by a qualified veterinarian.  The dog will not be allowed to roam and will be socialized and obedience trained appropriately.  The PURCHASER agrees that neither he/she nor the PURCHASER’s estate/executors may sell this puppy or transfer ownership of this puppy without the BREEDER’s knowledge and written consent.
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The PURCHASER hereby agrees that if at any time the PURCHASER cannot take proper care of the puppy, the PURCHASER must contact the BREEDER and the BREEDER will have first choice to either: (a) take the puppy back (with no reimbursement) or (b) assist the PURCHASER in finding a suitable home for the puppy.

The PURCHASER agrees to notify the BREEDER of any changes of address during the puppy’s lifetime.

The PURCHASER agrees to allow the BREEDER to come and visit the dog at any time.

As stated above, it is agreed that this puppy will be spayed/neutered before six months of age.  The BREEDER will rebate to the PURCHASER $200.00 upon receipt of a certificate of spay/neuter from a qualified veterinarian, provided that the dog has not previously been used for breeding.  Additionally, the PURCHASER must provide to the BREEDER proof of completion of puppy training classes to receive this $200.00 rebate.

“Show Quality” Dogs:

The BREEDERs will use their best judgment and the advice of other fanciers in evaluating the puppies as to show or pet quality.  There is not guarantee that a puppy evaluated as “Show Quality” will be successful in the show ring as an adult and no warranties are made to that effect.  The BREEDERs encourage owners to participate in the sport of purebred dogs and may be available to assist PURCHASERs in preparing and showing dogs which are evaluated to be of show quality.

Right of Recovery/Placement:

If dog is found to have been sold or given away without BREEDERs knowledge and said BREEDER discovers this, BREEDER will take legal action and original PURCHASER of the dog will be responsible for all legal expenses incurred.

Any violation of this contract by the PURCHASER will result in a $500.00 fine, responsibility for any BREEDER legal fees incurred, and return of this dog to the BREEDER.

The BREEDER neither makes nor implies any warranties or guarantees, express or implied, other than those written in the agreement including, without limitation, the warranties of merchantability and fitness.  This document constitutes the entire agreement between the BREEDER and PURCHASER with respect to this sale.  The PURCHASER’s signature below indicates that he/she has read, agrees and does understand all the conditions of the Sales Agreement and Contract of Sale.
